BYLAWS OF THE BINATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF SCHOOLS OF
COMMUNICATION
A membership nonprofit public service corporation

Article 1
Objectives

1.1 This corporation is a non-political public service organization and is not
organized for the private gain of any person. It is organized exclusively for charitable,
educational and scientific purposes, including the making of distributions to organizations
that qualify as exempt organizations under Section 501 (¢) (3) of the U.S. Internal Revenue
Code of 1954, as amended, and Mexican laws, as applicable. The objectives shall include:

a. To promote sharing of information and experience among college and
university faculty and students in Mexico and the United States in the field of
communication: media, linguistics, research, the arts and literature.

b. To promote exchanges and joint projects among faculty and students
from colleges and universities in Mexico and the United States.

d. To promote shared perspectives for addressing instruction, applications,
and research in communication issues.

e. To encourage the use of multicultural communication as a vehicle to
articulate and help solve problems of society in general.

f. To be available to advise groups, associations and institutions on
communication issues.

Article
Institutional Membership

2.1 Membership will be institutional in nature with one vote extended to each
institution. All faculty members, students, and administrators of an institution will be
considered eligible to be members of the Association. )

2.2 Institutions are eligible for membership if they have a curriculum in
communications or related disciplines.

2.3 To become a member a non-member institution should be sponsored by a
member institution and should present an application describing their eligibility according to
the criteria outlined in 2.2. A membership committee shall review the application and the
full association shall vote on acceptance. Membership must be approved by two-thirds of
the member institutions. During the first six months, these institutions will be non-voting
provisional members.

. 2.4 A membership fee of $150 shall be assessed annually in January. These
moneys and any profits from the annual Encounter or other Association activities shall be
maintained by the treasurers for future use,

2.5 The membership of any institution shall terminate when the university resigns
from the Association, fails to pay dues, or no longer offers a curriculum in the field of
communications.



2.6 No member shall be personally liable for the debts, liabilities, or obligations of
the Association.

Individual Membership

2.7 Individuals may become non-voting members by applying to the membership
committee. Individual members may be faculty, researchers, or professionals in the field
of communication. Upon acceptance individual members must pay an annual fee of $25.

2.8 Founding members will be regarded as lifetime honorary members of the
Association.

Article 111
Membership Meetings

3.1 All meetings will be held in member universities or other designated facilities.
The location of the meetings will alternate every month.

3.2 Quorum. A quorum is always the legal majority of institutions present.
Article 1V
Officers

4.1 The officers of the Association shall be President, Vice President, Secretary,
U.S., Secretary, Mexico, Treasurer, Mexico, and Treasurer U.S. The President and the
Vice President will be from the opposite side of the border and the country of origin of the
President will alternate every term. A Secretary and Treasurer will be elected from each
side of the border.

4.2 The term of office shall be two years for all officers.

4. 3 The officers of the Association may be any faculty from a member institution,
any individual member who has been a member for at least the previous twelve months, or
any founding member.

4.4 Officer's duties:

a. President. The President shall carry out the policies of the Association,
He or she shall preside at membership meetings, shall serve as an ex officio member of all
committees, and supervise and direct the affairs of the Association.

b.Vice Chair. The vice chair shall assist the chair and preside at meetings in
the absence of the chair.

c. Secretaries. The secretaries shall keep a full and complete record of the
proceedings of the Association. They shall supervise the maintenance of minutes and the
notification of committee members of meetings. As much as is practical, secretaries'
minutes and transactions shall be maintained in both English and Spanish.



d. Treasurers. The treasurers shall receive and safely keep all funds of the
Binational Association and deposit them with such depositories as may be designated by
the Binational Association. Treasurers' proceedings also shall be maintained in both
English and Spanish.

Article V
Committees
5.1 Committees of the Association shall be established by the designation of the
president or the vote of the membership. They shall be abolished through the same
procedure.

5.2 Each committee will have one chair from the U.S. and one from Mexico who
will report regularly at the membership meetings.

5.3 The following standing committees have been designated by the Association:
a. Conference Committee-responsible for planning the annual encounter.

b. Research Committee-responsible for coordinating joint research projects,
and maintaining archives of pertinent research by member institutions.

c. Fundraising Committee-responsible for developing funding resources for
the Association.

d. Collaborative Projects Committee-responsible for coordinating
collaborative productions and other educational and creative exchanges between
institutions.

Michael R. Real
Biographical Introduction

Like many of us these days, Michael Real is a student of the media.
But he spends more time on this subject than most——-perhaps he's a slow
learner., His media study includes writing numerous books and articles on
media and public culture, producing television programming, hosting
television and radio programs, and teaching and speaking about the role and
techniques of media in daily life.

Michael Real is the author of three books on media and culture:
Mass-Mediated Culture (Prentice-Hall, 1977), Global Ritual: Olympic Media
Coverage and International Understanding (UNESCO, 1986), and Super Media: A
Cultural Studies Approach (Sage, 1989). He has published more than 30
articles in scholarly journals and books, has presented more than 40 papers
and invited lectures on four continents, and has written various book
reviews and feature articles. His writings have been published in Critical
Studies in Mass Communication, American Quarterly, Journal of Communication,
Media Development, Journalism Quarterly, Journal of Popular Culture,
International Review of Intercultural Relations, Contemporary Socilology,
Newsday, San Diego Union, Media and Values, Michigan Sports Gazette, Unilag,
Chasqui, and as chapters in more than a dozen books.

More a "student of" than a "professional in" the media, Michael Real
has nonetheless been part of various creative media activities. He has
initiated, as project director, more than $350,000 worth of federal, state,
and local grants to produce TV programs and series on topics of technology
and public policy, aging, at-risk ethnic youth, global-local relations, and
others. He was Executive Producer of "Senior Scene"” (a multi-year cable
weekly series), "Televised Educational Growth Opportunities™ (a two-year
local public television series) "Frontiers of Reason,” (a two-year cable
weekly series) and "I Am Somebody" (a 30-minute bilingual film). In 1991-92
he was host and moderator of the local San Diego issues discussion show
"Global Village.” He has been involved with KPBS-TV and KPBS-FM for various
projects.

Michael Real is currently professor of Telecommunications and Film at
San Diego State University and was department chair from 1986 to 1991. He
holds a Ph.D. in Communications from the University of Illinois,
an M.A. in Teaching from St. Thomas College, and a B.A. in Philosophy from
St. Paul Seminary. He served as a campus chaplain and instructor of ethics
and religion at the University of Illinois and as a professor of
communication at the University of Califormia at San Diego before coming to
San Diego State University. His primary teaching and research interests
include: Socio-cultural aspects of media, Media theory and criticism,
Communication research methods, Film analysis, Cultural studies, Music and
sports media, Global telecommunication, Critical theory, and Transnational
and comparative media culture.

"~ Medeiros said he hopes this communication link will forge a

stronger link between the two cities. He said it is pre&iEted tobe
used for the first time to help plan the new border crossing east
of Otay Mesa.

Although the weekend is centered on communication, those

. involved agree that communication is of importance to all stu-

dents, not only those majoring in it.

Telecommunications and film professor Michael Real, a
member of BINACOM for over five years, said he thinks this is
a wonderful opportunity to take advantage of the unique loca-
tion we live in.

“For students who are gomg to be spending their lives hvmg
and working in a multicultural international border, this is a
chance to take advantage of interacting directly with our coun-
terparts on both sides of the border,” Real said.

According to Real, it is sad that interaction hardly ever takes
place between the cultures and characterized the border as, “not
only a physical wall but a symbolically huge barrier that we let
interfere with our thinking and actions far more than we should.”

Real said being involved with" -

something like this is of great inter-
est to him because he gets to see his
field of work from the viewpoint of
a different culture.

Both Real and Hartung said there
is usually a greater turnout of Mex-
ican students and want to encourage
SDSU students to attend and learn
all that is available.

“I think the Mexican students
realize the benefits of something
like this much better than the U.S.
students do,” Real said. “We should
not let our lives end at the border.”

In addition to the discussion held
by professors, students will lead
workshops and share their experi-
ences in radio, television, literature,
journalism, photography and
research.  Saturday evening the
workshop will end with a fiesta.

The weekend costs $15. Students
from Tijuana have offered to host
those who are interested in staying
overnight,
